Bases
	The Base for each table is the number of children answering that question.
· For the initial questions on age, gender and location, all children had to give an answer in order to proceed with the survey. Apart from these, children were allowed to skip questions that they did not wish to answer, so the base number may be slightly lower.
· Some questions are only asked of certain children eg those at secondary school, those who use the internet at home – the heading above the left hand total column will indicate this – eg All answering (Secondary+) – this table relates to all children of secondary age or above
· The actual number answering is given in the top line of the table – Unweighted 


Weighting

	Data has been weighted to correct imbalances in the sample, so that results are representative of the overall population of the County.
· Weight factors for the main sample were calculated separately for boys and girls from each of five age groups within each of the five Districts. 
Age groups were: Foundation to Year 2 / Year 3-6 / Year 7-9 / Year 10-11 / Post 16

· This gives a total of 50 separate weighting cells.

· Population figures used for weighting were the number of children in schools at January 2008 (provided by OCC) plus an estimate for 17-19s at college, based on mid-term Census results for 2007

In addition, data from the booster samples was weighted to reflect actual numbers within the population, using a single weight factor in each case:

· Those with a profound disability – weighted to the equivalent of 1% of overall numbers

· NEETs – weighted to the equivalent of 10% of total 17-19 year olds

· Travellers – additional interviews down-weighted by 0.1 – travellers were also represented in the main sample
The resultant weighted base number is given in the second line of the table – Weighted 
Details of the full sample and weight matrix are given in the Appendix to the County Report.


Analysis

	The possible answers for each question are given down the left hand side of the table, with the % and (weighted) number giving that response shown adjacent to this.


Cross breaks

	Data is analysed to give results for different demographic groups and other subgroups. 
Results for these are given in the series of columns to the right of the overall total. 
There are four standard pages of cross-breaks used for each question:
1) Gender: Male / Female; Age 4-6 / 7-10 / 11-13 / 14-16 / 17-19; Combined age 4-10/11-16/17-19; Age 4-16 (for comparison with 2007); Stage - Foundation / Primary / Secondary / HE; 
District – City / Cherwell / West / Vale / South; OCC area – N/C/S; Location type: Urban / Rural
2) Boys and girls within age groups
3) Minorities – Disabled, Special needs for learning, Special needs for behaviour, Fringe (NEETs), Looked after, Young carers, Temporary accommodation, Teen parents. 
For each of these, a comparison column of those of equivalent age who do not fall into this minority group is also given
4) Ethnic groups – full list plus sub-groups – All White / All Black / All Asian / All others
· The number falling in to each category is given at the top of the column, with the weighted total given below.


Reading the tables

	The percentages given relate to the proportion of a particular subgroup who gave each response – ie, data is percentaged vertically.

For % response from the total sample (all children answering each question), read down the left hand total column.
For responses from a specific subgroup, read results from that column.

To compare responses (eg Girls vs Boys), compare numbers given across the relevant columns. Significant differences are marked with a reference letter (see Confidence Limits note below).
Advanced use: If you wish to find out the profile of children giving a specific response, eg what proportion of children who live with Grandma are boys / girls (see example data page below)? You can manually calculate the % using the numbers given in the table 
– 107 boys live with Grandma, 75 girls, Total 182 children 
– boys make up 59% of those in Year 6 (107 / 182), girls 41%


Confidence limits
	Results from a sample will fall in a band around the true result. The range gets larger as sample size gets smaller.

There is a 95% chance that the true result will be within the confidence limits given below:

In the Data Tables, where the result for a subgroup is significantly different from that for another subgroup, a code letter is given next to the result, referring to the relevant column.
eg two examples from data page below: 

- Boys are significantly more likely than Girls to live with Grandad – code letters A and B refer to the Boys and Girls columns.
- Older children are less likely to live with Mum – those aged 4-6, 7-10 and 11-13 are significantly more likely than those aged 14-16 or 17-19 to live with Mum – code letters D and E refer to older age group columns


Comparing with OCYPS 2007
	The sample for 2007 was 4-16 year olds, compared with 4-19 year olds in 2009. Because many behaviours change with age, it is important to look at the equivalent age group when comparing data. Headline (total) figures will not present an accurate picture, particularly for behaviours that change with age. 
The wording for some of the questions was changed for the 2009 survey, for example to be comparable with the TellUs survey, or to expand on response options. Any change in wording may affect response, and comparisons need to take account of this.


Downloading the Snap e-results viewer
	Data tables can be viewed using the Snap e-Results viewer.

Using the Snap e-Results viewer

	Save the OCYPS 09 Results files to your computer – these can be found on the OCC Big Voice website – see www.bigvoiceoxfordshire.com 
Double click on any of the results files – this will open the file within the Snap e-Results viewer

OR: Open the Snap e-Results viewer, click on File then Open, and select the relevant section from the Results file to open the tabulations.

The questions are listed on the left part of the screen – highlight the question that you wish to view. Results for that question will appear on the right part of the screen. Scroll across and down the screen to see all of the page.

There are several results pages for each question, showing the data cross analysed by a variety of breakdowns.

Advanced users: To view details of how each table is made up (eg filters used, source of data etc) go to View and click on Details. Information is shown at the foot of the page.
